Jennifer Aguilera (USA) - An exploration of American university-based tutoring pro-
grams for English language learners

This mixed-methods explanatory sequential design study is to better understand universi-
ty-level foreign students’ motivations with tutoring. Two phases: data collection (surveying
students) & focus group interview. The questionnaire asked overall experiences. Interview
questions about student perspectives. Limitations include: narrow demographics, small
sample. Recommendations to consider: variety of activities, flexible schedule & student
ambassadors. Teachers/heads of tutoring centers should be mindful of specific students’
needs, encouraging participation to enhance language skills.
